Each​ ​month​ ​volunteers​ ​gather​ ​at​ ​the​ ​dunes​ ​and​ ​learn​ ​something​ ​about​ ​its​ ​impressive 
natural​ ​history​ ​and​ ​colorful​ ​social​ ​history​ ​and​ ​why​ ​it’s​ ​important​ ​to​ ​restore​ ​and​ ​maintain 
it​ ​(​preview​ ​guide​​ ​PDF). 
  
Of​ ​the​ ​hundreds​ ​of​ ​species​ ​onsite​ ​(native​ ​and​ ​non-native),​ ​over​ ​30​ ​are​ ​only​ ​known​ ​in 
this​ ​region,​ ​and​ ​several​ ​are​ ​vulnerable​ ​and​ ​Federally-protected​ ​such​ ​as​ ​the​ ​El​ ​Segundo 
Blue​ ​Butterfly. 
  
What 
The​ ​LAX​ ​Dunes​ ​Community​ ​Restoration​ ​events​ ​provides​ ​an​ ​opportunity​ ​for​ ​volunteers 
to​ ​help​ ​care​ ​for​ ​and​ ​learn​ ​about​ ​their​ ​natural​ ​environment.​ ​The​ ​LAX​ ​El​ ​Segundo​ ​Dunes 
is​ ​the​ ​largest​ ​remaining​ ​fragment​ ​of​ ​the​ ​El​ ​Segundo​ ​Dunes​ ​complex​ ​and​ ​provides 
habitat​ ​for​ ​over​ ​900​ ​species,​ ​some​ ​of​ ​which​ ​cannot​ ​be​ ​found​ ​anywhere​ ​else​ ​on​ ​Earth.​ ​It 
is​ ​home​ ​to​ ​the​ ​federally​ ​endangered​ ​El​ ​Segundo​ ​Blue​ ​Butterfly,​ ​and​ ​other​ ​rare​ ​plant, 
animal​ ​and​ ​insect​ ​species.​ ​Your​ ​help​ ​is​ ​needed​ ​to​ ​remove​ ​invasive​ ​plant​ ​species​ ​so 
native​ ​plants​ ​in​ ​the​ ​preserve​ ​can​ ​thrive​ ​in​ ​the​ ​spring.

Inside​ ​the​ ​LAX​ ​Dunes​ ​Preserve.​ ​Pull​ ​up​ ​to​ ​the​ ​gate,​ ​and​ ​you​ ​will​ ​be​ ​directed​ ​where​ ​to 
park.
