This community
project will remove approximately 3 acres of iceplant south of Culver Blvd. in partnership with the
California Department of Fish and Wildlife.

What to bring: water, snack, hat, sunscreen, and closed-toed shoes (mandatory). Gloves and tools
will be provided.

Parking: There is no parking around the iceplant removal site. The best option is to park in the
California Department of Fish and Wildlife's parking lot behind the market at 303 Culver Blvd, Playa
